Marian was born in Newbury, Ohio USA, Geauga County, May 27, 1920.  She was born on the family farm in Newbury Township.  Her family has lived on this farm continuously starting 1839.  She attended Newbury Schools and was the valedictorian of the 1937 graduating class.  Her parents Jay Stephen Gould and Rose Maria (Rowley) Gould (both deceased) were active in many Newbury and Geauga County activities.  Rose was particularly interested in history.  Marian has continued this tradition.  She has been called, "unofficial Newbury historian".  Her writings required countless hours of research and writing done with great love.  She never accepted money for these labors of love.  Her greatest reward would be for you to read them.  Marian died May 23, 2003 in the old family farmhouse where she was born.  She is buried in the Newbury Township Center Cemetery, next to the Newbury Township Hall.  The gravesite is very close to Auburn Road and the cemetery access road.  The gravesite is marked with a sizable brownish rounded top fieldstone.  This stone was taken from the family farm and carved with her name and Edward, her husband.
